19:47: He was teaching daily in the temple….
21:37: And every day he was teaching in the temple…

3. Confrontation with Religious Leaders (19:47-21:4)

a. The Plot to kill Jesus: the people hung on his words (19:47-48)

b. Confrontation: By what authority; who gave it to you? (20:1-8)

c. Parable: the Wicked Tenants: the Son and Heir is killed (9-18)
d. The Plot: Spies watch and try to lay hands on him (19-20)

e. Confrontation: Paying Taxes to Caesar or Not? (21-26)

f. Confrontation: Marriage at the Resurrection?  (27-40)

g. Confrontation: Hypocrisy of the Leaders! (45-21:4)

i. Beware: the scribes love honor, devour widow's houses (45-47)

ii. Observe: The widow contributes her whole life (21:1-4)

4. Teaching: the Future of the Temple and Jerusalem (21:5-36)

a. The destruction of the Temple: not one stone left (5-6)
b. When will this be? Don't be misled! Not at once! (7-9
