Two Controversies on the Sabbath (6:1-11)

Jesus plucks and eats grain on the Sabbath (6:1-5)

Jesus and disciples pluck and process grain (1)

Pharisees question “Why on the Sabbath? (2)

Jesus answers “David did it too” (3-4)

Concluding pronouncement: Son of Man is Lord of the Sabbath (5)

Jesus Heals man on the Sabbath (6:6-11)

In the synagogue on Sabbath man with withered hand (6)

Scribes and Pharisees are watching to bring charges (7)

Jesus  calls man, and asks question:  “Is it lawful…” (8-9)
Jesus heals the man (10) 

They respond with anger and seek to do away with Jesus (11)

cf. Matt 5-7, Sermon on the Mount: 111 verses)
